Father Steven (FS) :  What is the 
History of Philoptochos?
Pam Parent (PP) :  The beginning of 
the Philoptochos Society can be traced 
to the late nineteenth century when hun-
dreds of immigrants were arriving daily in 
the United States from Greece, Asia Minor 
and Constantinople. Throughout the na-
tion in Orthodox Churches, women’s 
clubs were being formed with the task of 
welcoming the new émigrés and assisting 
them in adjusting to their new country.  

In 1931, Archbishop Athenagoras real-
ized the urgency of providing adequate phil-
anthropic and relief services to the poor and 
suffering. An important item on the Arch-
diocese Fourth General Assembly agenda 
was to form a national woman’s organization 
merging all the existing chapters, and thus 
the Philoptochos Society was created.

Today the National Philoptochos So-
ciety is the largest Christian Women’s Phi-
lanthropy in the United States.

     
(FS) :  What does “Philoptochos” mean?
(PP) :  Philoptochos is the combination 
of two Greek words, Philo which means 
friend and Ptochos which means poor. The 
combination of these two words translates 
to a friend of the poor.   

(FS) :  So what’s the point of it all?
(PP) :  Philoptochos is fondly known as 
the “right arm” of the church.  Our mis-
sion is to aid the poor and to offer assis-
tance to anyone who may need the help 

of the church.  Our mission also is to pro-
mote the charitable, benevolent, and phil-
anthropic purposes of the Greek Ortho-
dox Archdiocese of America.  We perform 
all the charitable work of our Society with 
discretion, courtesy and kindness. 
   
(FS) :  How do you meet your goals?
(PP) :  Through our membership and 
our wonderful community we are able to 
achieve our goals. With our appeals, fund-
raisers, Sunday coffee hour and koliva me-
morials, we disbursed over thirty thousand 
dollars last year. We have been able to help 
members of our church, our local commu-
nity and metropolis. We also meet our ob-
ligations with our National Philoptochos 
who in turn gave over two million dollars 
to causes all over the world last year.
(FS) :  What are some of the ways in which 

Philoptochos of Saint Mark provides as-
sistance and support?
(PP) :  Locally we provide quiet assistance 
to our parishioners in need, scholarships 
to our graduating students, and tuition for 
children attending Saint Stephen’s Camp. 
We also give a scholarship for a deserv-
ing Greek School student, and cooperate 
with and support the other ministries at 
Saint Mark. We volunteer at the Caring 
Kitchen in Delray Beach, preparing and 
serving meals for the hungry. Last spring 
we donated two van loads of clothing to 
the Dress for Success organization.

With the benevolence of our commu-
nity, we supported such charities as the Au-

tism Assistance Fund, the Children’s Medi-
cal Fund, the Cancer Fund, International 
Orthodox Christian Charities and others.

Nationally we have helped victims of 
disasters.  Most recently we donated over 
$2,000.00 to the victims of Hurricane 
Sandy through the Adopt a Family cam-
paign of our National Philoptochos Society.  

Wherever there is a need, Philoptochos 
will try to lend its support.  Recently, we 
have sent funds and health kits to help fam-
ilies in Greece and Cyprus who are suffering 
as a result of the economic chaos there.  

(FS) :  How does Philoptochos help to 
promote Orthodoxy?
(PP) :  We promote Orthodoxy by letting 
God be our leader, and our labor is a labor 
of love to glorify Him and our Orthodox 
Church. When you look at the Philop-
tochos women of Saint Mark you see the 
Orthodox Church in action.  Through 
their efforts, we are able to provide dona-
tions to the Ecumenical Patriarchate, fi-
nancial support for the Hellenic College/
Holy Cross Scholarship fund, Orthodox 
Campus Ministry, Support a Priest and 
Orthodox Christian Ministries.  We have 
formed groups that visit the homebound 
and provide support where we can. 

We have also donated two icons for our 
sanctuary, Saints Cosmas and Damian, and 
now Saints Martha and Mary. Both of these 
icons serve as teaching tools, are a focus for 
prayer, and assist us to glorify God and our 
church. They are also a gentle reminder to 
us all of what our purpose is on earth.   

(FS) :  What has been you most humbling 
experience with Philoptochos?
(PP) :  The most heartwarming and hum-
bling experience has been the selfless de-
votion of the many women of Philopto-
chos, and the overwhelming generosity 
of our community. Without the support 
of the families of Saint Mark, our efforts 
would not be possible.  The same can be 
said of the women of Philoptochos.  They 
always step up when needed, and never 
turn away from their responsibilities. 
When you support Philoptochos, you are 
supporting the Church.

an interview with philoptochos
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On Wednesday, October 23, the Seniors of Saint 
Mark gathered together for the first time this ec-
clesiastical year for a luncheon at the Delray Beach 

Golf Club. The lunch followed the Divine Liturgy for the 
feastday of Saint James, the Brother of our Lord, and many 
of our seniors came early for the service and drove to lunch 
together.

On February 22, 2014, His Emi-
nence Archbishop Demetrios 
of America and His Eminence 
Metropolitan Alexios of Atlanta 

will perform the Service of Consecration for 
our Sanctuary. This article and forthcoming 
articles will explain the service of consecration 
in order that you might be prepared to more 
fully experience this moving service.

The word consecrate in Greek is “eykai-
nia” and means to “make new, to renew, to 
initiate or to dedicate.” 
Solomon used this term to 
describe the dedication of 
the temple. To consecrate 
means to set apart, to dedi-
cate or sanctify a person or 
thing for the exclusive ser-
vice and worship of God.

The Greek word for 
consecration in the New Tes-
tament is “teleio”, and means 
“to set apart or to dedicate 
something through a reli-
gious rite for sacred use.” 
The word is interpreted to 
mean to separate, to clean or 
to make holy, or as we know 
it, to perfect. It means dedi-
cating something to God for His use in which 
He would dwell, in which He would be present. 
Whatever was dedicated to God belonged to 
him. It was separated from its former common 
and mundane use -- and it was made holy.

In the New Testament, the title saint 
“ayios,” is what all Christians were called, be-
cause they were considered consecrated persons. 
To consecrate, there¬fore, means to set apart a 
church for the purpose of worship, and the set-
ting apart of Christians for the work of God. 
The dedication of the Church must also be ac-
companied by the dedication of ourselves to 
God, to become his servants, his saints on earth.

As we read in Matthew 18:20, the Church 
is made up when two or three are gathered to-
gether in prayer in the name of our Lord and 
Savior Jesus Christ. As we dedicate and con-
secrate ourselves to God, the Holy Spirit too 
sanctifies each of us. God’s holiness enters us 
and thus, my brothers and sisters, we find the 
true essence of consecration. The Holy Spirit 
is both the seal and the power of consecration. 
King Solomon said, “Blessed be the Lord; the 
God of Israel, who with His hands fulfilled 
what He promised with His mouth to David, 
my father. As the Lord promised, I have built 
the house for the name of the Lord, the God of 

Israel (I Kings 8:15,20).”
After the temple was completed in Jerusa-

lem, Solomon dedicated it or consecrated it to 
God, and he prayed saying, “O Lord my God, 
hear the prayer of your servant this day. May 
your eyes be open night and day toward this 
house, the place on which, you said my name 
shall be there (I Kings 8:23-29).”

After Solomon completed the consecra-
tion, the Lord appeared to him and said: “I 
have heard your prayer and your supplication, 
which you have made before me. I have con-
secrated this house, which you have built and 
put my name there forever; my eyes and my 

heart will be there for all time (I Kings 9:3).”
The consecration of a new church build-

ing follows the tradition of Solomon in East-
ern Orthodoxy. To consecrate a Church means 
to initiate the edifice into the service of God, 
to set it apart for exclusive use as a house of 
worship and a dwelling place of God on earth.

Baptism and Chrismation are the sacra-
ments of initiation into the Church, for they 
impart the fullness of the Holy Spirit as the 
promise of new life in Christ. In like manner, 
a new church building receives new life by its 
consecration and becomes a house of God. 
It is filled with the Holy Spirit and dispenses 

the gifts of the Spirit to the 
faithful within its walls.

When a Christian accepts 
the Christian faith, he does 
so forever. When a church is 
consecrated, it remains a place 
of Christian worship forever. 
The service of consecration 
is weaved with threads of the 
Old and New Testaments, the 
theology of the Church, and 
with eastern Christendom’s 
powerful symbolism.

The Archbishop and 
Metropolitan will offer our 
new church building to God 
and with it our efforts, our 
contributions and our sac-

rifices. This moving day will bring to mind 
Solomon’s prayer to God on the day he dedi-
cated the temple. “Let your eyes be open to the 
supplication of your people Israel, giving ear to 
them whenever they call to you. For you did 
separate them from among all the peoples of the 
earth to be your heritage (I Kings 8:52-53).”

I pray that together we will hear the Lord 
tell us as he told Solomon of old: “I have heard 
your prayer and your supplication, which you 
have made before me. I have consecrated this 
house, which you have built and put my name 
there forever; my eyes and my heart will be 
there for all time (I Kings 9:3).”

SAVE THE DATES:
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Saint Catherine is numbered among the great 
fourth century martyrs who gave witness and her 
her life rather than deny her Lord, Jesus Christ. 
She was born of noble parents who governed Al-

exandria. She was both a princess, a scholar and a student 
of literature, philosophy and rhetoric.

Although she was raised a pagan, she became an ar-
dent Christian in her teen-
age years, having received a 
vision in which the Blessed 
Ever-Virgin Mary revealed 
Christ to her. After her vi-
sion she said: “His beauty 
was more radiant than the 
shining of the sun, His wis-
dom governed all creation, 
His riches were spread 
throughout all the world.” 
Catherine developed an 
understanding of the Chris-
tian truths, which she dis-
cussed with the ability of an 
accomplished theologian

In the beginning of the 
fourth century Emperor 
Maxentius persecuted the 
Christians mercilessly in 
order to impose his pagan 
religion. Young Catherine 
did not hesitate to stand 
before him to censure him 
for his actions against the 
Church and boldly pro-
claim Christ as her God 
and Savior.

The Emperor was 
amazed at Catherine’s ex-
traordinary beauty and no-
bility in character. He felt that he could convince her to 
renounce Christianity. He gathered the most famous pagan 
philosophers and orators of the Alexandria. Catherine’s ar-
guments where so convincing, that many of her former op-
ponents began to accept and confess Christ as their God. 

When the prefect saw he was failing to convince her, 
he threatened to torture her. Catherine remained. He 
had her flogged, placed on the torturous breaking wheel, 
which is also known as the “Catherine Wheel” and then 
placed her in jail. Her words of wisdom had gained such 
great fame that the prefect’s wife and one of his generals, 
came to the prison to plead with her to renounce her be-

liefs and save her life. Instead 
of convincing her to renounce 
Christ, they too accepted and 
confessed Jesus as their Lord.

All the prefect’s attempts 
failed to change the fervent 
faith of Catherine. In absolute 
despair, he issued to behead 
her. The saint received her sen-
tence with joy, for she knew 
that there existed no nobler 
way to die than for the sake of 
Christ. She thus received the 
glorious crown of martyrdom 
at the prime of her youth on 
November 25. 

According to tradition, an-
gels carried her corpse to the 
monastery of Mount Sinai. 
and the monastery became a 
major pilgrimage site for devo-
tees of Catherine and Mount 
Sinai where Moses received the 
Ten Commandments. Saint 
Catherine’s Monastery today 
is a famous repository of early 
Christian art, architecture and 
manuscripts that remains open 
to tourists and visiting scholars.

Her remains are found to 
this very day at the monastery, 

which bears her name. When part of her relic is removed 
from her reliquary by one of the monks, the entire Church 
is filled with an otherworldly and ethereal fragrance, which 
is a sign of sainthood and sanctification.
